Continue to Interlaken, at the foot of Mount Jungfrau for accommodation at the hotel. [B]

From Interlaken we drive along Lake Thun to Bern, located on the Aare River, overlooking the Alps.
Visit the city before we continue to Gruyeres, a picturesque village with an impressive medieval castle.
