Day 1: Lisbon

Arrival at Lisbon airport. Meet and greet your guide at the airport. Visit of the capital: the Belém district
with its monuments, the Belém Tower, the Jeréonimos Monastery (entrance in the church), the
Monument of Henry the Navigator. Then, the center of the city, with a visit to the cathedral from the
12th century, a symbol of the Christian reconquest of the territory, and the church of Santo Antonio,
built in 1767, in the same place where the saint was born. Passage through the Alfama neighborhood.
Check-in at the hotel.

Day 2: Lisbon, Santarem, Fatima

Breakfast. Departure to Fatima. In Santarem, stop to visit the Church of the Most Holy Miracle, where
they keep the consecrated host that originated the miracle. Arrival in Fatima. Visit Fatima, where the
Virgin appeared to three children, on May 13, 1917. Visit the sanctuary and the new Church of the Holy
Trinity. Accommodation at the hotel. Dinner. Ability to participate in the procession by candlelight. [B]

Day 3: Fatima
Breakfast. Visit of Aljustrel, where some of the apparitions (1917) took place. Follow the Stations of the
Cross along the Via Sacra, ending at the Calvary Chapel. Ability to participate in activities of the

Sanctuary, watching a Mass or participating in a candlelit procession during the night.
Accommodation at the hotel. [B]

Day 4: Fatima, Coimbra, Aveiro, Porto

Breakfast. Visit of the University of Coimbra, the place where Sister Lucia lived and the church of Santa
Clara-a-Nova. Continuing to Aveiro, called "the Venice of Portugal" with its Moliceiros boats in the
channel. Departure to Porto. Visit to the winery and wine tasting of Porto. Panoramic tour of Porto,
capital of the north. Installed on a steep site, on the left bank of the Douro River, the city has a
picturesque setting with their boats Rabelos (traditional boats that transported wine), their bridges
and the hull old with houses covered in

tiles. Accommodation at a hotel in the
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stops. Discovery of the Obradoiro Square, Portico de la Gloria, Plaza Quintana, Puerta de los Plateros,
the Cathedral and its museum. Overnight at the hotel. [B]

Day 6: Santiago de Compostela, Burgos

Breakfast and departure to Burgos. The old capital of the United Kingdom of Castile and Leon during
five centuries, counts on one of the masterpieces of the Spanish Gothic style, its Cathedral, Patrimony
of the Humanity. Guided tour of the city and cathedral. Overnight at the hotel. [B]

Day 7: Burgos, Madrid

Breakfast and departure to Madrid. At the arrival, sightseeing in Madrid. Let yourself be surprised by
the historical and contemporary sites and the dynamic and vibrant lifestyle of the madrilenos.
Overnight at the hotel. [B]

Day 8: Madrid

Breakfast at the hotel. Free day in Madrid. The Spanish capital, cosmopolitan, modern and big,
includes large monuments and impressive art treasures in its many museums. Panoramic visit: the
famous Gran Via, Paseo de la Castellana, Cibeles and Neptuno, Plaza de Espana, Plaza Puertas del Sol,
Park of Buen Retiro, Royal Palace, Paseo del Prado.
