Manila, Puerto Princesa, EI Nido (Palawan) – Boracay Extension 
Relaxation, Culture, History, Fun 

 
Day 1 -  Manila 
After your arrival formalities you’ll meet your driver/guide who will welcome you and drive you to your hotel. 
The rest of the day is free for you to rest and relax. Overnight in Manila. 
 
Day 2 – Manila (Old and New city) 
Buffet breakfast in the hotel. Manila City, being the old district of Metro Manila, keeps the historical and 
cultural values. It is also a place for modern leisure and business with its world class malls, entertainment 
venues for big events, conventions and meetings, casinos, golf course and lively nightlife. Manila, have a 
glance - Visit Rizal Park where the country's national hero was executed.

Day 3 – Manila, Puerto Princesa (Palawan Is.) 
After your buffet breakfast be ready for your transfer to Manila Airport for you short flight to Puerto Princesa in 
Palawan Island. Upon arrival you’ll be met and transferred to your city hotel. In the afternoon enjoy the city 
and lwahig River Tour to explore the raw and rugged beauty of Palawan. The city boasts of a real clean and 
green program, which is community based and strongly supported by the residents. The tour includes a visit 
to the crocodile farm (except Sunday) featuring different species and habitats of this reptile, the city market, 
an opportunity to try your bargaining skills, the museum, the cathedral and butterfly farm. Return to the hotel 
for overnight accommodation.

Day 4 – Puerto Princesa (Underground River cruise & Organic Farm) 
Breakfast in the hotel before starting today’s 
amazing tour. At the mouth of the river, is St. Paul's 
Cave and National Park where you’ll board a 
paddleboat to explore the wondrous "Underground 
River", witness a temple or ballroom created by 
natural formations of glittering stalactites and 
stones rising from the water.

Today’s transfer to EI Nido requires a 5 ½ hours 
drive towards the north of the island to arrive at the 
embarkation point to join Lagen Island Resort by 
boat. Check-in and overnight accommodation at the 
resort.

Days 6 to 9 - EI Nido 
El Nido really is a magical place. From its ageless 
towering marble cliffs to its white sandy beaches
