Going
back in time, you will visit the Bahrain Fort. The archaeological finds, which are unearthed in the fort,
say a lot about the history of the country. The area is believed to have been occupied for around 5,000
years and contains valuable information about the Copper and Bronze Ages of Bahrain. [B]
